The heat pipe is
manufactured in copper
and contains a small
amount of purified
water that turns
to steam at
approximately
30°C generating
the heat that provides
consumable hot water.
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The energy the tubes
collectis transferred to the
consumable hot water inside
the well insulated header
assembly. This principle allows
the collector to withstand
temperatures as low as -12°C.

The added advantage in this
designis the ability
toreplace tubes

without disrupting

water supply.
